The human mind has two parts : the
conscious mind and the subconscious mind, while learning a skill, the conscious
mind is active and once the skill is acquired properly, the subconscious mind
becomes active. Use coding technique to remember metals. A criss-cross system of
multiplication can be used to solve and memorize multiplications.
